Course Description:
20th century has been “a century of wars, global and local, hot and cold” (Catherine Lutz). The course explores the different ways in which war and political violence are remembered through a gender lens especially focusing on Holocaust and genocide against Armenians.  Central questions include: what are the gendered effects of war, political violence, and militarization? How have wars, genocide and other forms of political violence been narrated and represented? How do women remember and narrate gendered violence in war? How are post-conflict processes and transitional justice gendered? What is the relationship between testimony, storytelling, and healing? How is the relationship between the “personal” and the “public/national” reconstructed in popular culture, film, literature, and (auto)biographical texts dealing with war, genocide, and other forms of political violence? How are wars memorialized and gendered through monuments, museums, and other memory sites? Besides others, case studies on Hungary, Turkey, Germany, Rwanda, South Africa, former Yugoslavia, and Argentina will be used to elaborate the key concepts and debates in the emerging literature on gender, memory, and war. The course also consists of a graduate student conference in Budapest, a public round table , and five mandatory field trips visiting sites, monuments and collections in Budapest related to the Holocaust and to the memory of women in Budapest (feminist bus tour). The course also offers training how to use the Shoah Visual History Archive for researching violence from a gender perspective.

Course requirements:

Preparation for the class includes critical reading assigned for that week and a possible previewing the assigned videos on the course website. 

The required papers will be evaluated based on engagement with the literature, demonstrated ability to select, digest and organize material to produce, to a deadline, coherent and critically informed arguments. 
All requirements need to be fulfilled for the passing grade. 
You are expected to submit the following work: 
Film review (5%) 300-400 words reflection on the film and the reading is due by 22 September, 18.00 to the moodle. This length allows you to choose one concept or issue for discussion. You might consider answering to the following questions: How does the narratives (of the film) relate to official histories? What kinds of alternative memories does it seek to construct (if it does)? 
Response Papers: (15%) For a total of three weeks (of your choice), you are asked to submit a 300-500 words response paper to the moodle by Sunday 18.00 before the class is scheduled. Each response paper will be graded (5 points each) and sent back to you with comments. The response paper should discuss (not summarize) all the readings of that week, making connections between them, discussing strengths and weaknesses, asking questions, raising criticisms, and making suggestions for further discussion. 
Leading discussion (5%) For a total of three weeks you are requested to present the main points from the weekly postings about the readings for that class and to lead the discussion, stimulate debate around key issues. Sign up for this on the moodle in the ‘Assignments’ section. Work together with your colleagues to prepare for this assignment.
Field trip related (5%) After the visit at the House of Terror and Holocaust Documentation Centre post on forum your photos, films, links you found meaningful and comments min. 100 words by 6 October, 18.00. After the visit at OSA post on forum your photos, films, links you found meaningful and comments min. 100 words by 13 October, 18.00. You might also want to engage in the discussion and comment the posts of your colleagues. After the Feminist bus tour you may want to post your reflections. This activity counts as your class participation grade and should be posted by 29 October, 18.00.
Films: (15%) After training how to use the VHA and the IWitness website you are expected to put together a film of min. 5 max. 10 minutes related to one theoretical issue of gendering the Holocaust. You should explain your choice of the topic to your colleagues, so post a film about this of min. 1 max. 3 minutes. Use your phone or laptop to record this film and post it on the forum. (Note that the uploaded file should not be bigger than 25MB) The IWitness program is pretty self explanatory, but it requires some time to edit a meaningful contribution. If you need technical help to fulfill this task contact the IT Department. The film will be evaluated on the basis of its theoretical positionality and critical approach to the literature. Deadline for publishing your film at the IWitness website and upload your film to the moodle is 10 November, 18.00. 

Photo exercise (15%) Bring one photo print out to the class of 19 November with references that you think has got the most meaning for you about Holocaust and connect it with key concept(s) from the readings! Be prepared to share your thoughts with the class! Problematize the concept of historical truth! The written version (800-1000 words) which should also reflect on the discussion in the class is due by 24 November, 18.00 to the moodle.
Conference reflection paper (10%) on the conference: write 300-400 words reflection on one of the sessions of the conference you attended. The paper is due by 20 December, 16.00 to the moodle by those who are NOT presenting at the conference.
Final paper (25%). Should you want to present at the young researcher conference, send in your 500 words abstract to wargenderstudent@ceu.hu by 15 October, 18.00 If accepted your presentation needs to be circulated among the participants of your session and the chair, therefore it is due by 15 November, 18.00 to wargenderstudent@ceu.hu. You might expect valuable feedback on your work. If you are selected to present your paper and you are doing a good job you need NOT submit a final paper NOR the reflection paper on the conference.

If you are NOT presenting at the conference you should submit an abstract (500 words) by 15 November 18.00 to the moodle. The final paper should be 2000-2500 words with minimum of 4 references should be submitted by 20 December, 16.00 to the moodle and in a hard copy in my box in Zrinyi 14. room 506 and of course you also need to submit the conference reflection paper.
Class participation (5%): class activity, participation at the field trip, posting about the Feminist bus tour.

-understanding the power relations how memories were constructed, especially gendering the memories of war and political violence
-understanding of Holocaust and other examples of genocide in a broad historical context and its impact on history writing

-selecting, organizing and using relevant information in structured explanations 

-understanding the importance of the mass media in confronting the historical experience of the Holocaust and other wars, and to place debates around representational conventions and proprieties in historical, cultural and theoretical context

-evaluating validity of an interdisciplinary or multidisciplinary approach to war and political violence
-increasing awareness of local, regional and national heritage and its commemoralisation process; fostering personal responsibility as democratic citizens and promoting respect for human rights, especially for minority groups;

-understanding of some of the major changes in the way Holocaust has been mediated, narrated and studies in the past decades 

- developing a critical understanding of how wars and genocides are gendered experiences

Selected CEU students will be invited to present their papers at the seminar. Those who are not presenting should write a one page summary of one of the sessions they attended and submit to the moodle together with their final paper.
Suggested topics for the research paper:

· How have wars, genocides and other forms of political violence been narrated and represented by men and women? 

· How do women remember and narrate sexual violence in war? 

· How do (written, oral or visual) testimonies challenge or reinforce the hegemonic accounts of wars and genocides? 

· How are wars memorialized and gendered through monuments, museums, and other memory sites?
· What is the impact of the ethnicization/racialization of violence on the making of gendered memories? 

· How is the relationship between the “personal” and the “public/national/political” (re)conceptualized in popular culture, film, literature, and (auto)biographical texts dealing with war, genocide, and other forms of political violence? 

· How are “humanitarian interventions,” post-conflict processes, and transitional justice gendered? 

· How do women’s, feminist, and LGBTQ movements contribute to critical memory work on wars? 

· What kind of impact has feminist scholarship had on war and militarism studies, genocide studies, and memory studies? 

· What new concepts or theoretical frameworks (queer? postcolonial? critical race studies?) promise new openings in feminist analyses of memory work on wars and genocides?
